“Easter” comes from an 
old English word related to 
dawn and shining. At Easter, 
we stand in the light of the 
resurrection to see a new 
creation, transformed by 
the grace and glory of God. 
We celebrate the presence 
and power of the risen 
Christ, proclaiming the good 
news through Word and 
Sacrament.
